Erectile Dysfunction and Impotence Statistics

Erectile dysfunction of one sort or another is believed to affect 30 million men in the United States.  This includes both partial and total inability to get and/or maintain an erection adequate for intercourse.  In addition to problems getting it up and keeping it up, it is estimated that at least an equal number of men in the U.S. suffer with premature ejaculation, though these two groups may overlap to a significant degree.

Much of the stigma surrounding the discussion of erectile dysfunction and impotence has been overcome since Senator Dole’s groundbreaking television advertisements for Viagra. Amazingly, however, it has been estimated that only 5-10% of men with erectile dysfunction seek medical treatment for the condition, which indicates more reluctance to seek out treatment than may otherwise be apparent.

Although, male sexual dysfunction can affect men of any age, it is much less common in young men than in older men, and not uncommon in elderly men. By age 45, most men have experienced erectile dysfunction to some extent, at one time or another.  As shown in the Massachusetts Male Aging Study, total impotence increases from about 5% in men 40 years old to about 15% in men 70 years and older. European studies showed that some extent of erectile dysfunction occurs in 20% of men between ages 50 to 54, and in 50% of men between ages 70 to 78.  In 1999, the National Ambulatory Medical Care Survey counted approximately 1.5 million doctor’s office visits for erectile dysfunction.
