Herbal Supplements for Treating Erectile Dysfunction and Other Conditions Found to be Contaminated with Dangerous Toxins

(August 2008)  According to a study published in the Journal of the American Medical Association, 21% of Ayurvedic medicines tested, traditional Indian herbal products, contain dangerous levels of lead, mercury or arsenic.  Significantly, products alleged to be manufactured in the United States were just as likely to be contaminated with these dangerous toxins as those stated as being produced in India.  These results follow similar results evaluating various imported Chinese herbal supplements where dangerous levels of lead and fecal contamination were reported.
Asked to comment on the results, one urologist specializing in erectile dysfunction and impotence stated, “In recent years, more and more of my patients have been turning to herbal supplements to treat their erectile dysfunction.  While I doubted the efficacy of these herbal impotence treatments, until now I shared the belief that they were safe so I didn’t discourage my patients from trying them.  Now, I see that they are clearly unsafe. You really don’t know what you’re getting when you use these supplements.”
Perhaps most troubling about these findings is that several manufacturers of the herbal products evaluated in the study state that their products have been tested and shown to be safe.  Unfortunately, it appears that such representations in the marketplace cannot be relied upon by consumers.

While the FDA can pull a product off the market for being unsafe, it has not yet established guidelines for the amount of toxic metals occurring in such herbal products.  The FDA does not require efficacy or safety studies to be performed for herbal supplements.  The study’s authors have called for the FDA to implement appropriate standards for herbal supplements.
