Radiofrequency Treatment of Premature Ejaculation Shows Promising Results

Premature ejaculation (PE) is the most common type of erectile dysfunction, affecting 20%-30% of all men. PE also often leads to other types of male sexual dysfunction including problems attaining an erection sufficient for intercourse or maintaining the erection for a sufficient amount of time, i.e., losing the erection even before ejaculation.

Now, researchers have adapted pulsed radiofrequency (PRF) neuromodulation, a technique used for the management of pain conditions, for the treatment of premature ejaculation.  The aim of the study was to desensitize the dorsal penile nerves using PRF, in patients who were resistant to conventional PE treatments. The study participants were men suffering from premature ejaculation but free of other types of erectile dysfunction and who did not respond to conventional PE treatments.  In the absence of treatment, these subjects tended to last less than one-minute, in 90% of vaginal intercourses, before ejaculating. 

Although the study involved only a small number of patients and was not fully controlled, the mean average time of intercourse before ejaculation increased 2 to 5- fold.  Patient-reported measures of sexual satisfaction also increased significantly.  Based on these dramatic results, follow-up studies are planned.
