Rigiscan Penile Erection Hardness Monitoring System – A Powerful Diagnostic Tool for Understanding Erectile Dysfunction

The Rigiscan-Plus is a device that continuously monitors the erectile state of the penis or “penile tumescence” to aid in the diagnosis of erectile dysfunction and impotence.  The device consists of two bands that are hooked up by wires to a control monitoring unit.  One of the bands is worn about the base of the penis and the other one is worn closer to the tip of the penis (the glans).  About every fifteen or thirty seconds, the bands tighten and determine how hard the penis is, whether or not an erection is present. The device will generally be worn during sleep.  Rigiscan helps a patient determine whether their impotence is primarily psychological in origin or has an organic physical cause.  A man who is physically normal but who has a psychological impotence cause should still experience strong, involuntary nighttime erections during sleep.  Rigiscan answers the questions, what is the frequency of nighttime erections, and how hard are the nighttime erections.  Rigiscan-Plus is also used by researchers and clinicians to assess the efficacy of impotence treatments and potential impotence cures.  In this context, after the patient has been evaluated with Rigiscan before treatment, they then use the Rigiscan to monitor erection frequency and hardness during the course of treatment.  In this manner, objective evidence of the efficacy of various impotence treatments both on an individual patient basis and for clinical trials can be obtained.  However, it should be understood that erection hardness monitoring devices are not a substitute for patient reporting but that the two work best together to provide a clearer picture of a patient’s particular erectile dysfunction problems and the efficacy of various impotence treatments whether they are impotence drugs or non-drug impotence treatments.
